All of these are Misperceptions….the Misperception being that an Injustice occurred in the first place. Our egos determine the level of impact these experiences will have on us.
The Ego would have us believe that to Keep and Defend our Memories is Love.
Law of Attraction: Attracts what is There (inside you)

Ritual: Supports what you BELIEVE is there or what you WANT to be there.

Shadow Figures (from the Past) enter Relationships to speak for Vengeance (on the Past).

· All Relationships that Shadow Figures enter are Insane.
· Their Purpose is to Exclude the Truth (from your Self and Others)

· This is why you see what is Not There.

· And why whatever Reminds You
        of your Past Grievances
                  Attracts You in the First Place.

· The Goal and the Label we apply to it is Love, but our associations to it (the Goal and the Method of acquiring Love) become Distorted.

· It’s an attempt at Union (through the Body)

· But a Heart full of Shadows could never perceive itself in another

· On Unholy Relationships:

· Shadows are unholy (lacking the Light of God) and seek to Reinforce themselves by Gathering TO itself what it perceives as LIKE itself.

· Reinforcement comes in the form of Habits, Patterns, Scenarios that repeat themselves Over and Over and Over again.

It is not the Events of the Past that Terrorize us…it’s our Images of it.

Holding on to the Images of the past keeps the Ego alive. Release the Image to Release the Shadow Memory and allow only Loving Memories to Prevail!

Forgiveness Allows Love to Triumph!
On Reaction: When you get to an EDGE, your sense of safety is threatened. The comfort zone appears to be on the inside with attacks coming to you in various forms from the outside. The attacks are actually projecting from the inside and are reflected Back to you on the Outside.
